We are hereby addressing you in connection with an offense committed by a media service
provider which is under your jurisdiction. Namely, on November 2nd 2023, on the program of the
media service provider N1 (this media service provider falls under the jurisdiction of ALIA due to
the fact that this body has issued a broadcasting license to the MSP in question), in the show "Ja,
Aleksandar: drzavni gambit”, the Service for Monitoring and Analysis of the Regulatory body for
electronic media (the Regulator) noticed the expression of hate speech, violation of dignity and
other violations, on which a detailed report has been compiled.

Based on the above mentioned, at the session held on February 8th, 2024, the Council of the
Regulator reviewed the report of the Monitoring Service and made a decision that the Law on
Electronic Media was violated in the said TV show and that, with this regard, it is necessary to
send a letter to the Luxembourg regulatory body so as to take measures within the scope of its
competence.

In connection with the facts stated in the body of this letter, we hereby officially inform you that
it is necessary for you to take measures within your competence and to inform us about the action
taken. The media service provider N1 was also informed about the above mentioned, and the
Regulator will, in case of re-incitement of hatred, take measures from the Law on Electronic
Media, in terms of temporary restriction of freedom of reception and rebroadcasting.

Subject: Report on programme content titled I, Aleksandar: State’s Gambit broadcast by the

cable media service provider TV N1 on 02 November 2023 from 8 p.m.

The programme content broadcast under the stated name could, based on its overall meaning, be
characterised as a form of reductio ad absurdum, or a reduction to absurdity. The presented
material, which lasts just below two hours, presents practically a political indictment against
Aleksandar Vucic, raised on the second day of the election campaign, in which his name was on
all the electoral lists of the Serbian Progressive Party.

In the saltatory structure of the programme, in which numerous successive topics and accusations
against the President of Serbia were presented often with no chronological order or thematic
consistency, the only constant was the listing of a multitude of accusatory and insulting
characterisations aimed at the political and human discreditation of Aleksandar Vucic. Thus,
among many others, characterisations such as hooligan from mean streets, traitor, autocratic leader
are mentioned, insinuating various abuses of power, unambiguously suggesting that he is involved
in a series of unsolved murders and, among other things, drawing a conclusion about disintegrating
society and a state that, due to the style of his rule, is disappearing.

The programme narration sought to maintain the suggestiveness and irrefutability of the claims
presented both through the statements of the interlocutors and, even more emphatically, through
the text of the authors themselves. The allegations presented in these two ways were not of polemic
character, nor did they invoke investigative journalism; instead, they were practically a political
indictment.

The author’s intention was clearly to use a broad thematic intervention to list all, in their opinion,
sins that the main character had committed since his youth to the present day, so, apart from the
beginnings of his political career that were presented as a betrayal of his closest associates, media

and regulations from the 1990s are mentioned during the remaining part of the programme,

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claiming that journalists, media, human and civil rights were destroyed during that period,
mentioning Kosovo and the unsustainability of his policy related to it, the creation of a personality
cult, and as well as many other topics.

The mockery and derisory attitude in the programme towards everything that Aleksandar Vucic
has said or done are not supported by any factual or argumented explanation, except for a political
one, which is why the determinant defining the entire content of the programme is defined as
reductio ad absurdum, i.e. a reduction to absurdity, which, from the perspective of analysis of the
logic of the programme narrative flow, is completely appropriate.

The manner N1 presents this indictment leaves no room for counterarguments. There is a repetition
of the platitude about him (A.V) being evil incarnate, which, at one point, in the opinion of the
authors of the programme, culminated because they directly link him to numerous crimes and
murders, as well as with every event in Serbia during the past thirty years.

When it comes to Kosovo, the authors of the programme present the Serbian president as a havoc-
wreaking turncoat. In the narrative part, the authors of the programme state that sanctions have not
been imposed against Russia. The incident in Banjska is described as an "incursion of armed Serbs
into the north of Kosovo", and the Serbs are called the "Serbian side" in this overall rhetorical
equilibristics.

Dramaturgically, questions posed to a non-existent interlocutor, i.e. Aleksandar Vucic, by the
narrator are introduced into the programme, displaying an empty chair several times in the frame.
The insistence on the empty chair appears to be intended by the author to be an alibi and permission
to present all claims, accusations, insults without holding back and without accountability.

And at the very end of the programme, after everything that was put forward, a form of verdict
logically followed, passed through the mouth of the guests in the studio, who attended the viewing
of the programme. It was presented quasi-rhetorically and proceeded from the fact that Aleksandar
Vucic could lose power in the elections, but it also introduced the conclusion that if that did not
happen, there were violent methods with which this could be achieved. This ominous indication
from the mouths of viewers in the studio and not the author himself was supposed to absolve the
authors, namely TV N1, from any condemnation of the manner in which violence as a method of
political change was introduced as a topic and advocated in the programme. However, such a
conclusion is logical after all the accusations presented and presents a culmination of the overall
idea the authors were guided by when making this programme.

Conclusion

Without going further into the analysis of the programme, the broadcasting of this content raises
various issues and we will highlight the major ones.

The first issue relates to the moment selected to broadcast the programme, which is the beginning
of the election campaign, demonstrating a clear intention of the TV N1 media service provider to
take a political position and stand by one political option. However, presenting serious accusations
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and insinuations, without clear and obvious opposing arguments, against a political opponent,

infringes the basic principles on which journalism is based, concerning the truthfulness and
objectivity of information. The application of this principle, in a situation where the most serious
accusations against a person are made, requires that as many opposing arguments as possible be
obtained in order to ensure the objectivity of the discussion on a particular subject.

The second issue concerns the failure of Aleksandar Vucic to accept an alleged invitation to
participate in the programme, in which accusations and insinuations about the most serious crimes
are presented against him. His failure to accept the invitation does not absolve the media service
provider of accountability relating to the data presented about him. In this case, it seems obvious
that this circumstance was used calculatedly for political gain, which is demonstrated by the timing
of broadcasting of the programme to the public.

The content presented in this manner is an outpouring not only of political but also of human
intolerance and hatred towards Aleksandar Vucic.

The manner in which the said programme content is presented is in direct violation of the basic
democratic and ethical principles, and not only the principles of journalism, constantly invoked by
the media service provider N1.

It is quite certain that the programme content presented in this manner violates several national
regulations governing media conduct and is contrary to European standards and regulations related
to media conduct.

The events that followed immediately after the elections, violent protests of the opposition, an
attempt to storm the Belgrade City Hall, only support the stated conclusion that this media service
provider, in a not only biased but partisan, one-sided and unprofessional manner, placed itseif in
the service of a political project aimed at violent change of power in the Republic of Serbia.

Possible violations:

Article 47, paragraph 1 of the Law on Electronic Media (Official Gazette of RS, nos. 83/2014,
6/2016-other law) - General obligations of media service providers in relation to programme
content

A media service provider shall, in relation to its programme content, in accordance with its
programme concept. 1) provide free, truthful, objective, complete and timely information;
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Article 51 of the Law on Electronic Media (Official Gazette of RS, nos. 83/2014, 6/2016-other
law) - Prohibition of hate speech:

The Regulator shall ensure that the programme content of the media service provider does not
contain information which overtly or covertly encourages discrimination, hatred or violence based
on race, colour, ancestry, citizenship, ethnicity, language, religion or political beliefs, sex, gender
identity, sexual orientation, economic status, birth, genetic characteristics, health status,
disability, marital and family status, criminal record, age, appearance, membership in political,
trade union and other organizations, and other actual or presumed personal characteristics..

Article 2 of the Rulebook on the Protection of Human Rights in the Field of Provision of
Media Services - Obligation to respect human rights

A media service provider shall respect, in the course of production and broadcasting programme
content, the human rights of media service users, participants in the programme or persons 1o
whom the published information is related, as guaranteed by the Constitution of the Republic of
Serbia (Official Gazette of RS, no. 98/06) and the ratified international documents regulating the
field of human rights.

Article 4, paragraph 1 of the Rulebook on the Protection of Human Rights in the Field of
Provision of Media Services — Right to truthful, full and timely information

A media service provider shall provide free, truthful, objective, complete and timely information,
and ensure in particular that news and current affairs programmes present facts and events
truthfully and objectively and encourage free formation of opinions.

Article 5, paragraphs 1 and 2 of the Rulebook on the Protection of Human Rights in the
Field of Provision of Media Services - Truthfulness and completeness of information

A media service provider shall ensure the truthfuiness and completeness of information, as well as
the credibility and completeness of the ideas and opinions it broadcasts, especially in the news and
current affairs programmes.

Before broadcasting certain information containing personal data, data on an event or
phenomenon, a media service provider shall, with due care, verify its origin, truthfulness and
completeness.

We are hereby addressing you in connection with an offense committed in the programme of the
media service provider N1.

Namely, on November 2nd 2023, on the program of the media service provider N1 (this media
service provider falls under the jurisdiction of ALIA due to the fact that this body has issued a
broadcasting license to the MSP in question), in the show "Ja, Aleksandar: drZzavni gambit", the
Service for Monitoring and Analysis of the Regulatory body for electronic media (the Regulator)
noticed the expression of hate speech, violation of dignity and other violations, on which a detailed
report has been compiled.

Based on the above mentioned, at the session held on February 8%, 2024, the Council of the
Regulator reviewed the report of the Monitoring Service and made a decision that the Law on
Electronic Media was violated in the said TV show and that, with this regard, it is necessary to
send a letter to the Luxembourg regulatory body so as to take measures within the scope of its
competence.

With that respect, we are hereby officially informing you that the given program violates the
provisions of the Law on Electronic Media and accompanying by-laws and that the Independent
Luxembourg Broadcasting Authority has been thoroughly informed about the situation so as to
take the appropriate measures.
